How does a computer work?
A computer only understands 0 and 1 (Power on / off)
This is called the Binary System. You can e.g. display 14 in the Binary System.  It’s 1110

64  32  16  8  4  2  1                (8 + 4 + 2 + 0 = 14)

0    0    0    1  1  1  0 

One 1 or one 0 is called a BIT (Binary Digit)
A computer normally works with 8 BITs, called a Byte (Binary Digit Eight)
A document containing the word I is 1 Byte large. 
For writing longer letters or other data e.g. Music-documents there are also bigger units:
